 As ateenager he became a stage driver,
then a successful entrepreneur, and
eventually served as mayor to Utica, NY.
He owned the Telegraph Company

of Buffalo, NY linking NYC to Buffalo.
He also owned the first steam rail line in
Utica, NY. and the first horse-drawn
railway, also in Utica. In 1850,
John Butterfield merged his
express company with those of
Henry Wells and William Fargo
to form the American Express Co.
In 1857, he signed the first over-
land express contract with the
LS. government.
